C) You must submit (4) written character references. (3) Of the references can be from friends or relatives, but
at least (1) of them must be from your school.

D) You must submit a brief written statement indicating how growing up in a Union household benefited your
family and what you would do to foster union activity and its membership in a most favorable light.

E) You must submit a copy of your acceptance letter to the college you will be attending.
F) You must submit a list of community activities and/or awards of recognition.

G) You must return the certificate of enrollment form (attached) filled out by the school Admission/Registrar’s
office OR submit a formal letter from the school stating that you are registered as a full time student (full time
being at least 12 credits) for the fall 2010 semester.

H) Please have them include the number of credits you are registered for.
Be sure to sign and date your application.

IMPORTANT NOTES:
1. Applicant must be:
a child of an active member or
a child of a permanently disabled member or
approved for this scholarship prior to active member retiring
a legally adopted child of an active member
a child of a member who passed away during active membership
Under 25 years of age.

(Please note: Step-child of an active member (will qualify for a 50% scholarship)
2. Applicant must be a full time student (12 or more credits per semester).

3. Please be sure to notify the Scholarship Committee in writing of any changes which may occur, ie: Change
of school, change of major, etc. The scholarship cannot be awarded unless all information is correct.

4. Scholarship, when awarded, will be paid jointly to the school and student. No exceptions.
5. Scholarships are partial, for one year, and not automatically renewed.
